
Wey Valley Circuit Prayer Diary February 2025 
 

This month’s prayers are based on the themes of the Presentation of Jesus in the Temple (Candlemas), Racial 

Justice, Students, and Reflections on God’s love for us. As I have not received many activities for prayer, I 

have included a week to explore prayer through hymns. 

 

Bible references are from the NRSVA unless otherwise stated. Hymns are from Singing the Faith – StF, Hymns and 

Psalms – HP, The Methodist Hymn Book - MHB. Other resources are as noted. 

 

Saturday 1st – Candlemas – Traditionally a service to dedicate the candles used in worship throughout the 

Year. Today largely celebrated by the Anglican, Lutheran, Roman Catholic and some Methodist churches. 

Jesus said, ‘You are the light of the world. A city built on a hill cannot be hidden. No one after lighting a lamp puts it 

under the bushel basket, but on the lampstand, and it gives light to all in the house.  In the same way, let your light 

shine before others, so that they may see your good works and give glory to your Abba Father in heaven. (Matthew 
5:14-16)  

In prayer seek the power and purpose of the Holy Spirit to enable the light of your faith to shine in the dark places, to 

give light and hope to others.

If I make you light bearers, you don’t think I’m going to hide you under a bucket, do 

you? I am going to put you on a light-stand – so shine! (from  Matthew 5:14-16 The Message)  

Take time to listen to what God is telling you where your light should shine. 

 

Tuesday 4th Give thanks for the service provided by our Ministers, Local Preacher, Worship Leaders, Pastoral 

Visitors, Stewards, Administrators, Musicians, Readers, Flower Arrangers, Refreshment Providers  all Congregations 

and any other volunteers. Reflect on your position – is God calling you – like Isaiah – to fulfil or share in one of these 

roles. ‘Then I heard the  voice of the Lord saying, ‘Whom shall I send , and who will go for us? And I said here I am 

send me! (Isaiah 6:8’)

Jesus the Light of the World!  

Simeon took Jesus in his arms and praised God, saying, ’Master, now you are  

dismissing your servant in peace, according to your word; for my eyes have seen your 

salvation , which you have prepared in the presence of all peoples, a light for 

revelation to the Gentiles and for the glory of your people Israel’  

Mary and Joseph were amazed at these words! Then Simeon blessed them and said 

to Mary ‘This child is destined for the falling and rising of many in Israel, and to be a 

sign that will be opposed so that the inner thoughts of many will be revealed – and a 

sword will pierce your own soul too.’

Thursday 6th Thinking of Candlemass and light – Reflect on Genesis 1:1 – 2:  In the beginning when God created the 

heavens the earth , the earth was a formless void and darkness covered the face of the deep, while a wind from God 

swept over the face of the waters. Then God said let there be light and there was light. And God saw that the light was 

good.

Friday 7th Following on from yesterday I share some words by an elderly evangelist and hymn/song writer who shared 

these thoughts with a group of us students when we were at Cliff College on Mission in Bradford. –  

‘The whole world was lost in the darkness of sin. No light in such  darkness did shine when over a manger in 

Bethlehem’s Inn shone a star with its glory sublime. Wonderful Counsellor, Saviour divine the whole world waits for 

you. You became so poor to make others rich someday they’ll understand.  

Continue to pray for that  light to shine in your life as a witness to others. 

 

Saturday 8th  Pray for those who live in the darkness, for whatever - reason physically or spiritually that God’s love 

may shine in their lives; and enable us to support them in whatever ways we can. Amen. 

 

Sunday 9th Racial Justice Sunday – Pray for all the congregations in the circuit as individuals no matter who they 

are or where they come from. Pray for justice for all those oppressed and penalised because of their race/colour. 

Reflect on the words of this well-known African American traditional song – ‘God’s got the whole world in God’s hands, 

you and me brothers and sisters, tiny babies’ -  everyone because God loves us all unequivocally.

Friday 21st  Suffering God, you lift me from my deepest grief, when emotion blinds me to my own belief. 

In love you touch me with your nail-torn hand and your wounds remind me why you understand. 

Risen God, you show me love too strong for death, evil deeds defeated by your living breath. In love you teach me 

never to despair, your new life reminds me, hope is always there.
